Plan of action for Guebwiller

Since 1992 when Joshua, the church, started, the enemy has not stopped attacking with a goal of destroying the works of God, but he’s attacked in vain.  In spite of difficult situations and conflicts, the church is still standing today by the grace and support of God.  We have suffered and resisted all sorts of strategies of Satan; we’ve been on the defensive.  An army, as long as it remains standing, gains experience battle after battle…regardless if it is a victory or a defeat.  It’s the same with Joshua.  We have been on the defensive for years and in spite of certain difficult periods, each bout of spiritual warfare that we’ve had have given us more experience and strength.  This is how the plans of Satan come back on him.  He thought he would be weakening us but instead of that, it has made us stronger because we knew how to resist with the Lord’s help and we learned how to fight; not with our own strength but with that of our all powerful God.  We have learned to use the Word of God in addition to the authority that God has given us on earth.  We are nothing before Satan but God is everything and with God, it is Satan who is no longer any before us and we must be aware that we have access to a weapon much more powerful than any that stands against us.  Therefore today we are stronger and have become equal with the darkness and what’s more, with a rage to vanquish; a rage against the works of Satan.

Anger and hatred are not bad emotions if they are directed against the devil and all that concerns him.  War doesn’t work without hatred or rage.  We can’t beat an enemy if we are not enraged against him, especially that enemy has no other desire but to see you die.  Lucifer seduces us but at the core he hates us.  Let us hate him and his works and we will no longer be taken advantage of by him.

We’re entering into the period where the tide of the battle is turning.  We have been on the defensive and suffered the attacks of Satan but today we’re strong enough to send a riposte.  It’s up to us to go on the offensive.  We do not win a war staying behind our walls but in marching on the battlefield, and in taking possession of our own territory and taking ground from him.  Today is Joshua’s call: leave the walled city and march against the enemy.  To do that, God gives us His strategies, and in the same way that He supported us when we were on the defensive, He will support us when we attack.  The establishment of College-Daniel, the church Josua, and now the high school Bible club at Theodore Deck High School are proof that God is preparing something great for this city.  God has great plans for this city.  Let’s take full possession of His promises and act.

Let’s be warriors for the Lord and take back the territory occupied by the adversary.  God gives us Guebwiller.  We only have to take possession of it.  God is bringing revival to France and several prophets have already seen Alsace as a gateway in France for the actions of God.  Some have even gone as far as to say that Guebwiller will be the gateway within the gateway; that Guebwiller will play an important role for revival in Alsace.  The image is perhaps exaggerated but what is sure is that circumstances are proving that things are happening in Guebwiller…important things.  It is a strategic city from several angles.  To start with, it is the city that has the largest concentration of youth for its size in Alsace.  Thousands of youth come through every day.  Guebwiller also has a significant influence on the surrounding villages.  If Guebwiller aligns itself under the rule of God the rest will follow.  It is a city that has known a position that is geographically significant.  It is ringed by mountains on three sides and the fourth opens on to the whole of the Alsatian plain.  God want to make an important base camp of this city where one can get strengthened in the Word; be renewed spiritually; pursue a Christian education…But first, we must take possession of this city.  For centuries significant demonic powers have ruled over Guebwiller without knowing any opposition, but war has been declared and it’s up to us to proclaim victory in these places.  Do we think this is impossible?  Gideon and his army were only 300 strong but despite their inferior force and with God’s strategy, they came out victorious in the battle.  They ringed the valley of Midian and God sowed confusion in the enemy camp, which was after all a superior force of tens of thousands.  In the same way, God told Joshua to take Jericho; something that seemed impossible but once again the Lord revealed His plans to Joshua who surrounded the city of Jericho with the Israeli army and at the end of the plan that God gave them, the walls of the city fell.  It is the same with Guebwiller today.  God is asking us to circle the city, taking a stand at several strategic points.  God wants to reveal His almighty power but first we must follow His plans.

To start with, in the same way that Gideon came down into the valley of Midian in reconnaissance, let’s reconnoiter Guebwiller and circle the strategic places in prayer and intercession.  Such places as Notre Dame (church), St. Leger (church), the mayor’s office, Theodore Deck High School and Kastler High School.  While several are in intercession at the church (Joshua), we will occupy different strategic points and stay by them.  As in all wars, order, disciple and synchronization are indispensable.  To act together, the bells of the different churches will be the point of reference time-wise, according to the place where we are.  (For example for the strategic point of the cross of mission, the point of reference for time will be the bells of Notre Dame.)  Each group will carry one or more shofars according to what is available and one group will have a large drum will be used to mark the last part of the time of prophetic action.  All of this will happen in 4 parts in a span of a little more than 2 hours; knowing that before that everyone is already in their places, ready and fixed on our goal, which is the city of Guebwiller.

The first part (announced by the sounding of 8 o’clock) will be a moment of calm, of silence.  Each person gets face to face with God in worship and prayer.  Our Lord is marvelous, full of love and it is He who sends us to accomplish this work and through our obedience He blesses us fully.  That’s why in every circumstance, in no matter what situation it’s vital above all else to worship Him and thank Him for us favor towards us because He chose us and we are the privileged of the world.  This time will last one hour.

The second part (announced by the sounding of 9 o’clock) will be the preparation for the battle.  As in all wars, a waiting period of preparation and concentration precedes the signal of the beginning of the clash of two armies.  During this time the soldiers wait patiently at their posts during an entire night and sometimes more, until the dawn where they begin to march against the enemy.  In the World Wars, sometimes thousands of soldiers had to wait in the cold for months for an enemy offensive or to go on the attack.  It is the same with spiritual warfare.  For this 2nd part we will rise up and face the city; lined up but spaced (several meters apart).  The shofar blowers will be in the middle of the group.  This 2nd step will be to call out to God; to call for His army of angels, His almighty power.  That His army would come down and establish themselves all around the city where we stand.  During this time we stay fixed on the work that God wants to accomplish, the goal of our war, in intercession for the city.  God wants to act and manifest His mighty power, let’s give Him the means to do that.  This 2nd part will last 1 hour, up until the first bell of 10 o’clock.

The 3rd part will be the introduction of the war.  An announcement to the enemy of our presence and what we expect.  This time will start with the drum, that, one minute before the beginning of 10 o’clock will start to beat a rhythm announcing the battle.  A rhythm calm and regular, beat after beat, while everyone is in intercession.  Then the drum will stop right at the first bell of 10 o’clock and the intercession will stop then.  No more words will be spoken nor will any sounds come out of our mouths.  Only a shofar, standing next to the drum, will sound the battle.  From the first to the last bell of 10 o’clock it will announce the battle.  This will be the signal for the army of God as well as for the forces of Satan.  The beginning of the 10th bell is the beginning of the offensive.

In the 4th and last part, announced by the last bell of 10 o’clock, the army of God will break out and race down the hills to the valley against the powers that hold the city.  The strategic places, such as St. Leger, encircled during the day by prayer and intercession will be the first places targeted.  As for us, we will raise our voices in shouts of war.  All the shofars will blow and the drum will start a rapid beat.  We will give our maximum energy to see the angels of God triumph over every parcel of terrain in the city.  We much act with violence and rage against the enemy.  Nothing in the city must be spared.  By the sound of the drum the shofars and our cries, the power of God will carry through the city ignite it with His anointing.  Let the blowers keep the rhythm for the first quarter of an hour of 10 o’clock as well as the drum.  If the other’s voices get tired let them continue to intercede and proclaim the victory in the city.

This is the beginning of our response and retort against the enemy who holds our lands.  We are at the beginning of a great revival and it is an honor to march under the banner of the Lord.
